Abpvocacy UPDATE:

Georgians for Preservation Action (GaPA) is the statewide coordinating council for historic preservation
advocacy administered by The Georgia Trust. Since its founding in 1987, GaPA has advocated laws,
programs, and policies that promote the preservation of Georgia's historic resources by mobilizing
grassroots preservationists across the state. Any Industry Council member who would like to be
involved is more than welcome to help!

Annual Legislative Reception

Each year GaPA holds a reception for legislators, and we encourage all Industry Council members to
attend. About 100 people, including Governor Perdue and many key legislators, attended the 2004
reception at the Georgia Railroad Freight Depot.

Historic Preservation License Plate

During the 2004 Georgia General Assembly session, Georgia Trust staff worked to secure passage of
legislation would have funded the Historic Preservation Division's Georgia Heritage Grant program
through the sale of special historic preservation license plates. The bill passed the Senate but not the
House. Staff will work toward the bill's passage next year.

State Tax Credit for Historic Rehabilitation

A priority is to strengthen the Georgia State Income Tax Credit passed by the our 2002 Georgia General
Assembly, thus making many projects economically feasible that otherwise would not be. This tax
credit currently provides a 20% credit for rehabilitating historic income-producing properties and 10%
for residential properties. Our goals are to increase the percentages to 25% for the commercial credit and
30% for residential, remove the credit's $5,000 per project cap and enable it to be transferable.

National Lobby Day

During Legislative Lobby Day in Washington in March Trust staffers and other Georgia preservationists
met with Senator Chambliss and Representatives Norwood, Gingrey, Lewis and Marshall, as well as
staff of all other congressmen. Among issues discussed were increased appropriations for the Historic
Preservation Fund; reauthorization of the new Transportation Act and continued funding for the
transportation enhancements program.

10% Federal Rehabilitation Tax Credit

The 10% credit is available for rehabilitation on pre-1936 non-historic structures and although not as
widely used as the federal Historic Rehabilitation Tax Credit (HRTC), is a critical option for structures
that don't qualify for the HRTC. Identified as a revenue offset, the credit would have been terminated at
the end of this year, but Senator Max Baucus (D-MT), backed by preservationists, led the successful
effort in the Senate to retain it.

Transportation Efficiency Act

The Transportation Enhancements program funded through the Transportation Efficiency Act has
provided the single largest source of public funding for preservation projects. Both the Senate and
House have passed versions of a new bill to reauthorize this transportation legislation for the next six
years, but neither house has named representatives to the conference committee to work out differences
in the two bills.

Preservationists at all levels are working diligently to secure final passage of this important legislation
that will continue the vital oversights and funding that protect and revitalize our historic resources and
communities. The National Conference of State Historic Preservation Offices, the National Trust and
Preservation Action support

continued funding for the Transportation Enhancements Program;

adoption of the Senate's approach of continuing to protect historic properties unless there is no
feasible and prudent alternative, but only when there is a finding of no adverse effect under Section 106;

authorization for state DOTSs to fund Historic Preservation Office activities that help streamline
the review process for transportation projects

authorization for the Historic Bridge Program;

and the inclusion of the Interstate Highway System for listing on the National Register of
Historic Places.
To ensure passage of this critical preservation legislation, Trust staff and others are working with Rep.
Norwood as well as with key members of Georgia's Congressional delegation, including Reps Isakson
and Burns as members of the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee and of the Conference
Committee. Your support for this vital preservation legislation is greatly appreciated.
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
